Program – Rick Davis, Kern County Board of Trade  

Program Chair Mark Nelson introduced our speaker, Rick Davis, Executive Director of the Kern 
County Board of Trade.  Rick gave an enlightening presentation on the importance of tourism to 
the economy of Kern County.  When he assumed the position of Executive Director in 2005, the 
Mission Statement of the Board of Trade had not changed since the 19th century: “To Extol the 
Virtues of Kern County to the East.”  Rick updated the mission statement and vigorously began 

pursuing the mission of contributing to Kern County’s economy and quality of life on a global scale. 
 
Tourism is vital to the economy.  In tourism resulted in an influx of $1.08 billion dollars to the local 
economy in 2006.  As Rick pointed out, that is $3,000,000 each day!  This number will continue to 
grow.  Two years ago Kern County’s tourism was growing at two percent below the state average.  
Now we are two percent above the state average.  It is anticipated that $40,000,000 each year will 
be generated by the new race track being built by Marion Collins and Alan DeStefani alone.  Rick 
updated the Kern County tourism website (http://www.visitkern.com)          
 
In order to attract potential visitors from throughout the world.  Interactive kiosks are being placed 
in key areas, including the airport.  Technology from New Zealand has been used to create kiosks 
that can survive outdoors in places like Lebec, in order to service travelers on Interstate 5.  These 
outdoor kiosks contain a built in air conditioning and heating system, and they are bulletproof and 
graffiti resistant.   
 
Rick concluded his presentation with an eight minute video with movie scenes filmed in Kern 
County.  Kern County has effectively doubled for many places, including Colorado, Mexico, and 
outer space.  The movie industry brought in $12.6 million in 2006.   
 
President Ron  asked Rick Davis to autograph a book to be donated to Noble School, Bakersfield 
and Kern County, a Picture Album.  After thanking the greeters and visitors, Ron borrowed from 
Hallmark Cards’ Maxine, in sharing his closing thought:
